a B average on the grading system. Proof of maintaining a B average grade level will be required 
throughout the duration of the program. 

x Reference check of good behavior rapport obtained.  

x Max. 500 word essay explaining why dance is important to you. 

x (1) Letter of recommendation. 

x Must have financial need.
